    BUFFERS, HOWEVER DEVELOPMENT REVIEW WILL BE REQUIRED AND THE PROJECT WILL NEED TO DEMONSTRATE
    AVOIDANCE, MINIMIZATION, OR REPLACEMENT OF NATIVE VEGETATION

3. TRAIL DEVELOPMENT WITHIN WETLAND BOUNDARY AND BELOW OHW OF CHAMBERS SWALE WILL LIKELY REQUIRE
    COORDINATION WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF STATE LANDS AND THE U.S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS

4. CITY OF SALEM DEVELOPMENT CODE REQUIRES 20FT MINIMUM SETBACKS FOR STRUCTURES NO MORE THAN 35FT TALL 
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
